The household surveys

We want to learn more about how important the
river is to the Aboriginal communities living along it.
This information can help inform other people,
including the government, of the importance of the
river.

We have started doing a survey with households at

¥ ' gone out hunting in the 2 weeks before our visit. We

. have found that people are collecting a lot of goose,
8 . turtle and lilies at this time of the year.

People at Nauiyu invited us to go hunting and
fishing with them at some billabongs that they like to
visit. This included a visit to Red Lily Billabong. This
was good as we got to see where people go and
how these places stay wet or dry up during the
year. This is important to know for the research.

We are very happy to welcome Lizzie Sullivan,
Wagiman woman and resident of Pine Creek, to our
research team. Lizzie has already started working
with us, talking with people for the household
surveys in Kybrook and Pine Creek Town Camp.

Research Agreements

We let people know that TRaCK has applied for a research permit with the Northern Land
Council and is working with the Wagiman Association to develop a research permit for working
on Wagiman Land. We are keen to organise a research agreement with the Nauiyu Land Trust.

Who do we want to meet with next
time?

We will be coming back 4 times each year and will
interview the same households twice on each visit.
We'll ask the same questions each time to find out
what fish, plants and other foods people have
collected from the river and wetlands.

We would like to talk with anyone who would like to
be involved.

of December to start the second round of household surveys. Marcus will then travel over to !
